Need safety markings for bikes at the entrance of MWNFC parking lot entrance. Have had a
few near misses with kids riding on the sidewalk and not looking for traffic

Sidewalk curb cutouts need correction so wheelchair users are not pushed out into the street
to cross. Also, please consider some type of general parking. We can no longer attend events
in town because there is basically zero parking for someone using a wheelchair van with a
ramp. Thanks!

Downtown is finally becoming a destination for activity. Very difficult to park and adding
bicycles which don't take up parking like golf carts is a better alternative. Our city could get
ahead of many other destinations by adopting this alternative transportation earlier.

If you add more landscaping, cars will not be able to see the bikes. If you lower the speed limit
any more, it will become a very frustrating city to traverse by car, especially if you live here.
Need golf cart specific parking, they take up entire car spots. Lastly, need a buffer of sorts
between cars and the sidewalks, especially along Philippe Parkway from Main Street to 590.
Right now the only thing protected is the mangroves. If a car was coming at you (near the
park) and you had to dodge it, there is a fence against the mangroves prohibiting you from
getting out of the way. That shows the mangroves are more important than the safety of the
bikes rider, walker, etc.

My main safety concern is the crossing of Countryside High for the kids that live in Safety
Harbor. | know this area belongs to Clearwater, but our kids go there as well. The McMullen
and 580 crossings are not very pedestrian friendly.

The intersection at the entrance to the marina parking lot is extremely dangerous. Cars turning
left into the lot focus on oncoming car traffic and often accelerate into the lot to beat the car
traffic and don’t realize bikes are crossing on the trail. Please consider better marking, signage
and clearer pathway designation.

Slower speeds would make a world a difference for safety, but those speeds need to be
enforced.

They are VERY hard to
rollerblade over. Would be same for scooters and skateboards, but guess this is less a
problem as they could simply stop and walk over.

As a 30+ year resident of Safety Harbor, | don't feel we are positioned as a bicycle friendly
community. The Waterfront park and Bayshore Bike paths are terrific and a lot of bicyclists
come to the city and ride from the Marina, but | feel everything west of there is not bicycle
friendly. When we travel to western states we see a lot of safe bicycle paths that get a lot of
use due to their connectivity, condition and either clear safe distance from vehicular traffic or
clear separation (green painted bike lane e.g.)

My family and neighbors would love to see a bike path extended from the Marina north to
connect to Phillipe Park, as well as north along 590 to connect to 580.

An area of improvement | see is the intersections and sidewalks on main st. The pavered
intersections with no signage create confusion for both drivers and pedestrians. The drivers
don’t know if they are ‘crosswalks’ and required to stop for pedestrians and neither do
pedestrians. I've personally witnessed pedestrians walking into intersections assuming a driver
will stop and the driver not being on the same page. Also, the way the ramps to the sidewalks
at intersections on main point are poorly designed. They automatically route a walker, biker,
skater, etc as if they are being led to the middle of the road/intersection. The ramps should be
designed to point to the sidewalk on a continuous path. I've witnessed drivers brake suddenly
thinking a person using the intersection was bolting into the middle of the intersection because
the way the ramps face.

Side walk repairs are needed. Better lighting needed. Trees need to be trimmed.
